VALUES TO LIVE BY  
 Today!s scriptures contain some catch phrases that are still quite familiar in our world: %All is vanity,& and %Eat, 
drink, and be merry& are both scriptural in origin. In the same way that it is easy to pray last week!s Lord!s Prayer 
thoughtlessly, it is easy to let the potent passages of scripture that are built on these common sayings glide right off our 
slick ears.  
 Last week!s scriptures instructed us to listen attentively to the Lord, so that we might pray carefully. Our listen-
ing and our prayer are intimately connected. In the same way, this week we learn that our values and our living are con-
nected as well. It has become quite common to ask, %Do you own your possessions or do they own you?& Like the famil-
iar maxims from today!s readings, we might be tempted to quote this saying flippantly, and think that in the quoting of it 
we have truly considered it, perhaps lived it. Not true, Qoheleth, Paul, and Jesus tell us today. It is not wrong to treasure 
or cherish things of earth or of our own humanity; it is only wrong when those things we cherish are not of God, are not 
of the self-giving Christ.

SAINT JOHN MARY VIANNEY (1786-1859) 
August 4 
 A busy pastor jokingly suggests the secret of 
John Vianney"s holiness: #He died seventeen years be-
fore telephones!$ Call they didn"t, but visit they did, 
keeping Vianney eighteen hours a day in the confes-
sional. Stories abound of reading hearts and exorcisms, 
but Vianney"s first miracle was getting ordained. Diffi-
culty with studies delayed him, prompting the rector"s 
apology to the bishop, #So far to ordain just one, espe-
cially this one!$ The bishop, who could not know he was 
ordaining the future patron saint of parish priests, replied, 
#No burden to ordain one good priest!$ In Ars, only an 
elderly handful attended Mass, #praying,$ one told Vian-
ney, #for a priest with brains.$ But he stayed forty-two 
years, fulfilling the promise he made the day he arrived. 
In a sculpture just outside the village Vianney points sky-
ward: #Show me the way to Ars,$ he tells a boy, #and I"ll 
show you the way to heaven.$ To someone who feared 
there was no heaven beyond the grave, Vianney smiled, 
#My child, it would have been heaven enough to have 
lived as Jesus" disciple on earth.$

SAN JUAN MARÍA VIANNEY (1786-1859) 
4 de agosto 
 El padre Juan nació en Francia, en una familia 
campesina pobre y esto le privó de una buena educación 
formal para luego estudiar en latín. A los 19 años lo des-
pidieron del seminario por no ser apto para los estudios. 
Un amigo sacerdote intercedió por él ante el obispo para 
que lo ordenara, %no por sus conocimientos, sino por su 
santidad". Así fue. Unos años después de ordenado lo 
enviaron al pueblo de Ars donde había 250 personas ale-
jadas de Dios y de la Iglesia. La gente lo rechazó, pero 
él los amó profundamente, oró e hizo penitencia por 
ellos. Poco a poco descubrieron en él a un sacerdote san-
to y comenzaron a convertirse. Su fama de santidad se 
extendió en toda Francia y Asís pasó a ser la capital de 
la fe, pues el gobierno francés tuvo que construir un fe-
rrocarril hasta Ars para responder a los peregrinos. Su 
fama de confesor fue grande y su devoción también, 
pues llegó a confesar hasta 15 horas diarias, sabiendo 
incluso los pecados del penitente antes de que se los 
confesara.

 Hoy el mensaje de las Escrituras contiene algu-
nas frases todavía familiares en nuestro mundo: #Todo es 
vanidad$ y #come, bebe y sé feliz$ tienen su origen en la 
Biblia. Así como resulta fácil rezar el Padre Nuestro sin 
pensar, también es fácil dejar que los potentes mensajes 
bíblicos que se fundan en dichos de sentido común se 
deslicen por nuestros resbaladizos oídos.  
 El mensaje bíblico de la semana pasada nos ins-
truyó a escuchar atentamente al Señor, para que podamos 
rezar con cuidado. Nuestro oír y nuestro rezar están ínti-
mamente ligados. De igual manera, esta semana aprende-
mos que nuestros valores y nuestra vida también están 
ligados.
